	Applicant in the R-8 zone seeks a bulk variance to install a 12ft x 40ft concrete driveway requiring relief from the Borough Code at §128-52D (1)(2) wherein states that the addition of a front entrance accessible driveway without a garage is not permitted. Applicant seeks all other variances and waivers the Board may deem necessary


Ms. Hack confirmed that all jurisdiction items were present and compliant.  The applicant, Mr. Longo was sworn in to provide testimony. Ms. Hack confirmed that all jurisdictional requirements were in compliance.  Mr. Longo testified that he moved into the property eight months prior and has had two incidents of his vehicle being hit due to on-street parking. He cited the narrowness of the street, and the street is utilized as a through-way to access Palmyra increases 2-way traffic is the hardship for this application.  He further cited that the adjacent property has a driveway that his proposed driveway will run parallel with.  The proposed driveway will increase Stormwater puddling and promote drainage by installing a French drain which is an inherent benefit.   Mayor Cairns Wells stated reservation t the application due to the driveway being placed in the front yard. This prompted discussion on the placement.  Mr. Brandt opened the floor to for public comment.  No one came forth to speak therefore closing the floor for the public comments session on this application. Mr. Brandt asked for a motion.  Mr. Threston motioned to approve the application as submitted Mr. Clifford seconded his motion. Roll call vote 8 ayes, 1 nay (Mayor Cairns Wells) and 0 abstain.
